2011 Farm to School/ Trek to Taste – Mini-grant Application

Overview: The Ottauquechee Community Partnership and Upper Valley Farm to School Network are pleased to announce the Trek to Taste - Farm to School Mini-grant Application for 2011. Funding for these grants is made possible by the Ottauquechee Health Foundation, and only applies to schools within the OHF service area.

Eligible Schools: Teachers or FTS coordinators from schools within the OHF service area are eligible to apply grants. The eligible schools are: Barnard Academy, Bridgewater Village School, Hartland Elementary School, Ottauquechee School, Pomfret Elementary School, Reading Elementary School, Sherburn Elementary, Woodstock Elementary, Middle and High Schools, and the Upper Valley Waldorf School.

Application Process:  Applications must be submitted electronically by February 11, 2011 to:  Jackie Fischer jfischer@ocpvt.org.  If more than one teacher or FTS coordinator in a school community submits an application, we may encourage the applicants to consider a collaboration, or may select one to receive the grant.  Award notifications will be made on a rolling basis, and will be finalized by February 21, 2011.

Use of Grant Funds: Grant funds may be used to pay for field trips to visit local farms, purchase of food from the local farm, or materials related to the presentation or display, and stipends for farmers, teachers or FTS coordinators.

Grant Criteria: To be eligible for a FTS/ Trek to Taste mini-grant, teachers / coordinators must complete the following tasks:

Conduct Farm Research.  Guide school class, group or club in conducting research on a local farm that raises food products.  The research may cover history, economics, nutrition, agricultural methods, or other topics of interest to students and teacher.  NOFA-VT mentors can assist teachers in identifying a farm in their area.  Research may include:

· Farm visits

· Interviews with farmers

· Internet research or other relevant research methods

Create Presentation or Display.   Develop a presentation or display that includes:

· Poster (with photos, articles, pictures, stories, etc.)

· Artifacts (pieces of equipment, displays of products, etc.)

· Food samples for others to taste

Present Findings at the June 4 Trek to Taste on the Woodstock Trails.
· One teacher (or alternate) and at least two students must attend the June 4 event.

· Class must have a poster or display to present.

· Class must prepare food samples for 100 people to taste.
